Washington Codes

Definitions: Hot Water - water at a temperature equal to or greater than 110° F (43° C).

R101.2 Scope —
The provisions of the International Residential Code for One- and Two-family Dwellings shall apply to the construction, alteration, movement, enlargement, replacement, repair, equipment,
use and occupancy, location, removal and demolition of detached one- and two-family dwellings and townhouses not more than three stories above-grade in height with separate means
of egress and their accessory structures.

P2713.3 Bathtub and whirlpool bathtub valves — (Use AM 1070 to meet this code)
The hot water supplied to bathtubs and whirlpool bathtubs shall be limited to a maximum temperature of 120° F (49° C) by a water temperature-limiting device that conforms to ASSE 1070,
except where such protection is otherwise provided by a combination tub/shower valve in accordance with Section P2708.3.

P2721.2 Bidet water temperature — (Use AM1070 and UMV to meet this code)
The discharge water temperature from a bidet fitting shall be limited to a maximum temperature of 110° F (43° C) by a water temperature-limiting device that conforms to ASSE 1070.

P2802.2 Temperature control — (Use AM-1, AMX, AMX300 and MX to meet this code)
Where a combination water heater-space heating system requires water for space heating at temperatures exceeding 140° F (60° C), a master thermostatic mixing valve complying with
ASSE 1017 shall be installed to temper the water to a temperature of 140°F (60 °C) or less for domestic uses.
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
